Tips for Controlling Mosquitoes Around Your Home

Rid the wigglers - lose the larvae
Practice good "mosquito hygiene” around your home.

+ Remove standing water in old tires, buckets, drums, or any other containers.

e Check clogged gutters and flat roofs that may have poor drainage.

e (Cover barrels and trash containers tightly with a lid or with 16-mesh screen.

e Empty plastic wading pools at least once a week. Store them indoors when not in use.

e Store boats covered or upside down.

e Level the ground around your home so water can run off. (Check with your local ordinances
before changing the face of your property in any way).

e Fill in holes or depressions near your home that collect water.

e Treat standing water with products containing the bacteria Bacillus thuringiensis, var. israel-
ensis.

e Fill in tree holes and hollow stumps that hold water.

e Stock your ornamental water garden with mosquito-eating fish (e.g. minnows, Gambusia
spp., goldfish, or guppies).

¢ Repair screening on windows, doors, porches, and patios.

"Zappers"

Some mosquito control methods do not do a very good job. For example, bug zappers do not work
well to control biting mosquitoes since they do not emit carbon dioxide. Various birds and bats
will eat mosquitoes, but there is little evidence that this cuts down on the number of mosquitoes
around homes. Electronic mosquito repelling devices don't stop mosquitoes biting people either.

fireworks. “Over 10,000 injuries are reported every year from unpredict-
able or improper use of fireworks. Death, blinding, amputation and se-

vere burns are among those hazards that are caused by fireworks. Fire-
works , even sparklers, can burn at temperatures up to 1800 degrees Fahrenheit. “ (PBCFR)

Residents should only buy fireworks that are inspected and licensed by the State or Local
Fire Marshal. “These stands are inspected to insure that no illegal fireworks are being sold and

that they are not being sold to minors.

Children should not handle fireworks. Fireworks are not toys and even sparklers can
cause serious burns. Sparklers should be put in a bucket of water after they are out. “ (PBCFR)

Adults who use fireworks should make sure that they read the labels, warnings, and fol-
low instructions. Adults should also keep a bucket of water and fire extinguisher close by.”
(PBCFR) Remember to enjoy the holiday and practice good safety skills.

First Aid

Burn Information:

1. First degree: skin red, mild swelling, pain.
Apply tepid water.

2. Second degree: red or mottled appearance,
blisters. Cover with dry sterile dressing.

3. Third degree: deep tissue destruction,
white or charred appearance.

A. Cover with dry sterile dressing.

B. DO NOT REMOVE adhered parti-
cles of clothing.
